Chapter III.  Year by year summaries.

Year I : 1987

-------------

February 

 The PRLB is formed by Steve Coffey.  There were nine original teams, who  chose an American League based association.  The original constitution was  based on Volume 1 of the Rotisserie League Handbook, with a few exceptions:

  - There was no money involved; instead each team was given 200 transaction    points with which to trade.  Each transaction was 20 points.

  - There were no provisions for long-term contracts; we weren't ready to    look ahead just yet.

  - The Oakland A's and California Angels players were not included in the    pool of players from which to draft.  Then nine PRLB teams drafted from the other 12 American League teams.

April 

 The first annual auction was held at Prime Computer's Translator's

Conference Room on the Friday afternoon after Opening Day.  The first player was Dave Steib to Budweiser.  The second was Rickey Henderson to Black Sox.  Paul  Heising noticed well into the draft that Pat Dodson, the Pawtucket Red Sox  star, was not yet taken.  Paul bid him up to $8, six more than he and Dave Lombardo's Black Sox paid for Mike Greenwell. 

 An interesting oddity to the 1987 season was that several Free Agents, in those days of "collusion", had received no offers and could not sign with  their original team until May 31.  This caused a bit of wrangling in order  to have an available opening for Ron Guidry and Rich Gedman (both of whom  were considered good players then).

 The original Marauders pitching staff : Clemens, Viola, Morris, Bannister, Carlton, Witt, Schiraldi, (Joe) Niekro, Nipper.  David Cone in farm system.

 First trade?  Pirates trade Rasmussen (who was pretty good) to CC for 

 Thurmond (who was pretty bad).

May 

 The first major rules dispute (code word : integrity).  The dispute

involved (a) whether players who were on the Reserve List could be traded; and (b)  whether players who were on the roster, but "linked" to the reserved player could be traded.  The answers (to the dismay of Mark Armour) were "yes" and  "yes".  What came out of this in the short term, was many trades which were at first glance even and useless, but which were really designed to reshuffle  the linkage.  During the debate, Mark (who was the clear heavy during the  many meeting necessary to hash this out) asked the question "Who is in

charge here?", a question that has yet to be answered.

 What came out of this at the end of the year is that the stipulation

regarding linkage in the Rotisserie League Handbook was axed from the PRLB constitution.

 Also, a large bit of precedent : it was agreed that any rules changes voted on  by the league would not take effect until the following season.

 Marauders trade Morris and Karkovice to Morris Coders for Gedman and Crim.

June 

 Once it was clear that the league would survive the first season, meetings  were held to determine carry-over policy.  There was some discussion of (a) starting over with a whole new auction, (b) switching to the National League  (Steve Arruda's idea), (c) using the long-term contract idea in the

Handbook, (c) having no carry over rights at all.  This is when Rich Morris and Mark  Armour were first accused of taking over the two sides of an issue.Basically, Rich wanted carrying over to be difficult.  Mark wanted it to be easier, similar to in the Handbook.  What was agreed to was the combination of +5 carryover rights (formulated by Paul Heising), and auction day topper rights.  This was probably the single most important decision in PRLB

history.

 Marauders trade Bannister to Black Sox for Jim Winn and Lonnie Smith.

 Marauders trade Viola to Coffey Underachievers for Brook Jacoby.

September

 Supposedly the race came down to the final day, but there is no evidence to suggest that this is true.  Except that Rich claims that it is.

Year II : 1988

--------------

January 

 The first expansion draft, held at Prime Computer.  All nine teams had

Stayed on, but there are three new teams, bringing us to the maximum 12.  Dave Lombardo breaks from Black Sox to form Unwed Fathers with Tom McCloskey.  

 Jerry Kazin and Matt Daly form The Rookies.  Ray Salemi forms The Organ Donors.  Ken Perch joins Elliot on the (no longer Mednick's) Marauders.

March

 A preseason rules meeting.  Significant addition was the 1000 inning rule,whereby a team must have 1000 innings to qualify for points in ERA or Ratio.  Sweat Sox, who won the league the year before with 1150 innings and titles in both categories, fought this ruling.

 In a preseason block-buster, Black Sox trade Henderson, Brett, Lynn and  Berenguer to Patti's Pirates for Yount (at 9).  The Black Sox dynasty was  off and running.  This may have been the point in our history when it first  became apparent to everyone that a trade like this (because of salaries) could actually be a good one.  From now on, the mid-season salary-for-star trades become the most interesting part of the PRLB summer.

April 

 The second annual auction at Prime's Translator's Conference Room.  The Friday  afternoon after Opening Day.

May

 An early trade offer to Ken Perch is turned down because : "We already have a left-handed relief pitcher."

June

 Grubergate.  Steve Coffey notices that CC & Company had had Kelly Gruber at  2b on their roster prior (by a few days) to his being eligible there. Several  interesting things happened:  (1) Steve allegedly brought it to the attention of CC by offering a trade in exchange for not blowing the whistle; (2)after  being rebuffed (allegedly) he then blew the whistle; (3) controversy raged.

 During the lively debate, there were several solutions proposed including  removing Gruber and his stats from the statistics, replacing Gruber's stats  with those of some replacement level player (like Rey Quinones), requiring CC  to release Gruber, etc...  A suggestion by Mark Armour was dismissed by Vince  Fortin as "Pure and Utter Bullshit."  This was one of our biggest and loudest  controversies ever, but nothing was ever done by the Commissioner to resolve 

 it, and in fact we still have no rule to handle the situation.

 Black Sox trade Bannister to Unwed Fathers for Harvey.  Black Sox now the  team to beat.

July 

 The day John McNamara was fired, a large PRLB contingent took in the game at  Fenway, in the first real "gathering" of the group.  It rained until 11:00  before the postponement was announced.  Later, at the Pizza Pad in Kenmore Square, Rich Morris, Steve Coffey and Mark Armour hammer out a proposal that  was to become the new Farm system rules.  Key ideas : size increased from 2 to 5; players could move in and out of the system as they do in real life  (the Handbook specifies a one-way System); as players are promoted, they can  be back-filled during the season.

 At the All-Star break, Mark Armour makes the comment that Budweiser (owned  by Mark Lyons) would "fall apart like a cheap suit".  Bud was either first or second for the first 18 weeks of the season, each week having at least  70.0 points.  They will end up 5th with 59.5.

 Most of the contenders make big trades with the non-contenders.  This has  become a PRLB tradition but it was big news then.  Some highlights :

 * Lifesavers trade Jeff Robinson, Brantley, Calderon, Borders, Hendrick, Brower, Thurman to Morris Coders for Reuss, Bell, Snyder, Pettis and Hubbard (at the time, the largest trade in PRLB history).  

 * Lifesavers trade Doug Jones and Cecil Fielder to Unwed Fathers for

Puckett and Bannister.

 * Budweiser trades Guzman, Plunk and some trash to Morris Coders for

Reardon and Flanagan,

 * Black Sox trade Harvey to Unwed Fathers for Henke and Murray.

 * Coffey trades Polonia, Pagliarulo, Brock, Kelly and Matt Young to Patti's Pirates for Jack Clark and Chili Davis.  This one sparks a lot of collusion    talk; Arruda insists on a disabled player (like Young) to clinch the deal.

 * The very next day, Coffey trades Candiotti and Traber to Pirates for

Rickey Henderson.  All hell breaks loose on the BBOARD.

 Steve Coffey assumes he has the race in the bag.  His offense includes

Rickey, Dewey Evans, Tettleton, Molitor, Davis, Bo Jackson, Devon White, Winfield, Clark, Boggs.  He will move from sixth to first (for one day) but finish fifth.

September   

 The PRLB votes to become a money league.  All transactions are now $2, and  there is a $25 entry fee.  Steve Coffey resigns as Secretary, to be replaced (for one year) by Mark Armour.  Jerry Kazin throws an empty Schweppes Ginger  Ale can at Dave Lombardo and hits him in the head.

 Some interesting proposals were discussed at the meeting.  Elliot brought  up  the idea of giving a lot of the money to The Jimmy Fund.  Two of the  more vocal members, Vince Fortin (who was anti-money) and Ray Salemi (who  was pro-money) will drop out over the winter.  Ray had requested that any  any time a PRLB player was traded to the National League, the team should  have the right to add any of the players traded in return to his roster. This after his Ernest Riles was traded for Jeff Leonard.

Year III : 1989

---------------

January

 Black Sox trade Higuera and Deer to Unwed Fathers for Doug Jones.

 The second PRLB expansion draft at Prime. One original team, Sweat Sox,leaves  the league.  Also leaving are Organ Donors after just one season.  Gary MacDougall and Harvey Bornstein form the Kranks; Jeff Teachout joins with the  Meatmen.

March

 Lifesavers trades Moore to Budweiser for Reardon and Reynolds, virtually  assuring a money season for Budweiser.

 Black Sox offers Yount and Key to Lifesavers for Viola but is turned down.  It was to be a very bad month for Mark, and he hasn't recoved yet.

April

 The third annual auction at Prime's Translator's Conference Room.  The 

 Saturday after Opening Day.  Steve Arruda shows up three hours late.  It is  agreed to to select none of his players until he shows up.  He eventually  finishes 7th.

 Our first big draft-day controversy.  Several hours into the draft, Paul  Heising notices that Steve Coffey has Rance Mulliniks positioned at 3b,which was not a position at which he was eligible.  The error was made because Rance  was a +5 player and thus was written on the draft board by someone (Dave  Lombardo?) prior to the draft.  This error allowed Steve to outbid Rich to $12  for Jim Rice, also eligible only at DH.  When the problem was discovered (at  the very end of the draft) we decided to toss Rice back into the pool giving  Steve additional money to bid on a 3bmen, giving Rice to Dave Lombardo for $3  (the only team with money and a DH slot), and screwing up just about everyone

 who was strategically setting up for the draft end-game.  This was a

decision  that we all knew was wrong almost immediately.

 In true PRLB fashion, we then voted that this situation would be handled  differently in the future. The malpositioned player would have to be reserved  and the owner has 2 weeks to activate him or trade him.  

 The Kranks drafted only players that had done well the first week.  After one  week, they had 72.0 points and the lead.  They quickly dropped like a rock and were out of contention by Week 3, and finish last with a bullet.

May

 An infamous trade between the Marauders and The Meatmen.  The Marauders gave  up Montgomery and Tettleton (before either were any good) and a few stiffs for  Stewart, McGwire, Tartabull, and two other guys.  Although the whole league  immediately went ballistic over it, Ken Perch claimed that The Meatmen  actually got the better of the deal (Ken apparently just wanted to do Jeff  Teachout a favor).  Jeff never made another trade and dropped out of the  league at the end of the year.

June

 In a typically sarcastic BBOARD posting, Mark Armour bashes just about 

 everyone.  This time however, Ken Perch protests that Mark has crossed the line of decency.  What Mark actually said about the Marauders was :

"Elliot,  take over before its too late!"  Paul, typically adding fuel to the fire,  posts that this is a new record for the longest Mark had gone in the season  without pissing someone off.  Mark changes his name from The Lifesavers to  The Jerk.

 Steve Coffey trades John Candelaria to The Kranks for someone of value.  Everyone except Gary MacDougall knew that Candelaria was highly likely  to have season ending surgery two days later.  He did.  Macdougall  insisted that he asked Coffey about Candelaria's health and Steve said  'fine'. Coffey claimed that Gary only asked about Candy's drinking. 

July

 Gary MacDougall had managed to hang on to the only decent player on his  team, Dan Plesac, despite a million offers.  In an elevator in Prime's  building 10, Mark Lyons offers him Kirk McCaskill.  Gary takes it, and  the 1989 race is virtually over.

September

 After a posting from Mark Armour about Mark Lyons having to give his

pending  prize money to his wife, Mark posted this : "The Axe isn't getting shit."   This was an early public acknowledgement of the split.

 In a post-season BBOARD posting, Rich Morris describes in some detail 

 (several pages, double spaced with footnotes) how Paul's trade to Rich of  Mike Henneman for Kevin Brown cost Paul the pennant.   Paul vows to never  trade with Rich again.

October  

 The first post-season PRLB party at Mark Armour's house in Marlboro.

 Prize money is given out while watching Game 1 of the Series.  Mark

 Lyons is later ejected from a Marlboro dance club for wearing a hat.

January

 The third PRLB expansion draft at The Scoreboard in Westboro.  One more  original team, Patti's Pirates, chooses to leave.  Also leaving are both  expansion teams from 1989, The Kranks and The Meatmen.  The Unwed Fathers  depart after two years.  Matt Brennan splits off from Budweiser to form No  Name Yet.  Vince Fortin returns with Big Red Machine.  Chuck Battikha and  Steve Small form Mississippi Swamp Gas.  Mark Coffey joins with Artificial  Inseminators.

April

 The fourth annual auction at Steve Coffey's in Westboro.  The Wednesday before  Opening Day.  Because of the owners' lockout, the season starts a week late.

 There are 28 man major league rosters which adds an additional challenge  to the auction.

 The following Thursday, a separate Farm System draft is held at Mark

Armour's  house in Marlboro.

June

 After months of negotiations, Morris Coders trade Olerud and Todd Burns to  Artificial Inseminators for Lansford and Montgomery.

July  

 First All-Star game party at Steve Coffey's in Westboro.

October  

 Second annual post-season party at Mark Armour's house in Wilmington.  

 Prize money is awarded during Game 1 of the Series again.  After the

 game, we drove around looking for a bar in Wilmington.  No luck.

 Vince Fortin leaves the league stiffing us of $84.   He argued against

 money originally in the summer of 1988, so I guess he had the last laugh.

January

 The fourth PRLB expansion draft at The Scoreboard in Westboro.  Big Red 

 Machine is gone with a $84 debt after one year.  Replacing them are Larry 

 and Pete Oelerich with Who's On First.

March

 The Jerk trades Kelly and Mack to Morris Coders for Fernandez and

Boddicker.

 Its the second time in three years that a preseason trade by Mark Armour

 has substantially created a league champion.

April

 The fifth annual auction at Steve Coffey's in Westboro.  The Saturday after 

 Opening Day.

 The Mother of All Draft Day Disputes :  The Baerga Incident.  What happened

 was that the bidding was cut off on Carlos Baerga despite the fact that

Rich

 Morris had said "Wait a minute" in order to get a few seconds to look at

his

 data on Baerga.  It was near the end of the draft, and Ken Perch got Baerga

 for several dollars less that both Rich and Steve Small were willing to

bid.  

 A loud, rowdy, informal atmosphere added to the confusion.  What the league

 decided was : (a) the decision stood, Ken got to keep Baerga; (b) from that 

 point on, if anyone wanted to ask for more time the bidding would stop for 

 him.  Like the much milder Mulliniks Incident off 1989, we made a decision

 and voted that hence forth a different decision would be made.  Mark Armour

 snuck a five page synopsis of the event into the first Treasurer's report.

June

 Big controversial trade : The Knickerbockers trade Saberhagen, Alomar and

 Burks to Coffey for Thomas and Shumpert.  As is often the case, the trade 

 doesn't help Steve much at all.  He has a 10.5 point lead on Rich at the

 time of the trade.

July

 The second annual mid-summer All-Star game bash at Steve Coffey's in

Westboro.

 Deadline deals :

 * Cheap Suit gets Griffey from Knicks for Thigpen, Felix and  Gordon; he 

   then trades Griffey and McDonald to No Name Yet for Raines and

Montgomery.

 * Coffey trades Key and Gubicza to No Name Yet for Farr and Ward

 * Morris trades Sierra and Guzman to Blazers for Rickey Henderson.

 * Morris trades Schooler and others to Knicks for Boddicker, Whitaker and others

 * Morris trades Ryan and Vaughn to Black Sox for Finley, Parrish and Lance Johnson.

August

 At the PRLB get together at The Stadium Club, only three members show up (Mark  Armour, Steve Coffey, Rich Morris).  They still manage to get kicked out of  the game room.

 Rich Morris's bachelor party.  Lauren gets a nickname  : The Hammer.

 At Rich's wedding, Lauren and Rich have The Wave performed for them by a  PRLB contingent.  Mark Armour gives Rich a Carlos Baerga baseball card  as a wedding gift.

October

 Third annual post-season party at Mark Armour's house in Wilmington.  

 Prize money is awarded during Game 1 of the Series.  After the game,

 we went to a pool hall.

 For the second straight year, one of our owners split with league money.

 This time its Ken Perch, an owner for four years.

Year VI : 1992

--------------

March

 Another expansion draft, although not a formal get-together.  Steve

 Small splits off from Mississippi Swamp Gas to form Small Pox.  He

 drafts one player from each of the 11 veteran teams.

April

 The sixth annual auction at Steve Coffey's in Westboro.  Steve Coffey

 informed us two weeks prior to the draft that the traditional date was

 not acceptable.  We had to delay until the Third Saturday after Opening 

 Day, which caused a lot of confusion and new strategy.  Many players

 who would have been surprises (a.k.a. Kenny Lofton) were much less so by

 then.

May

 Often there is one big trade made that can be said, more than any other

 event, to have wrapped up the pennant for someone.  This time it may

 have been the Small Pox trade of Baerga and Palmeiro to Who's On First

 for Juan Guzman.

June

 After early jockeying for position, No Name Yet assumes first place for

 a four week run.  After week 12, No Name falls out in favor of Who's

 On First.  Little did we know that they were there to stay.

July

 A very busy trading deadline week, with 12 deals made in the final

 week, including five each from Coffey Trademarks and Knickerbockers

 (two with each other).  Rich Morris bullies the assistant Secretary

 into extending the trading deadline until 12:30 so that he can force

 a couple of more trades through.

 Big trades :

  * Knicks send Thomas and others to Small Pox for Henderson and others.

  * Knicks send Lofton to Coffey for Devereaux

  * Blazers send Mitchell to Coffey for Duane Ward

  * Cheap Suit sends Milligan to Knicks for Vaughn and Radinsky

  * Coders send Miller and Briley to Blazers for Maas and Joyner

  * Swamp Gas sends Nagy and Bordick to Coffey for Puckett and Moore

 Get together at the Westboro Marriott.  In attendance: Mark Armour and

 Steve Coffey.

October

 The fourth annual World Series party at Mark Armour's in Wilmington.

 Attendees were Mark A, Mark L, Steve C, Steve S, and Rich.  For the

 first time ever, the champion was not present to pick up his award.

One of these  is the the infamous "bocci" trade where the Knicks offer Canseco for everyone  of value left on the Cheap Suit roster.  Mark L., playing bocci, laughs and  says "sure, what the hell".  No one realizes what this will do for the Knicks.

July

 Annual All Star game party hosted by Rich Morris.  The Small Pox, clearly on  their way to the league title, trade Frank Thomas to the TradeMarks for Albert  Belle and change.  A league get-together is held at Boston Beer Works. Mark  Lyons shows up but fails to see Rich, Lew, and Mark Armour so he leaves.

August

 After two thirds of the season have been completed, the Knicks are in 7th  place with 50.5 points.  They are exactly as many points from last place  (Cheap Suit, 24.0) as they are from first (Small Pox, 77.0).  

October    

 Undoubtedly the greatest pennant drive in the history of the PRLB.  Over  the last 9 weeks the Knicks pick up 25 points while the Small Pox drop 4.5  points.  Cheap Suit sets new season low with a total 15.0 points.  PRLB  Veteran's Association (Rich, Paul, Mark L. Mark A., Steve C) gather at  Bertucci's in Framingham to send off Mark A. to his new home in Oregon.  World Series party hosted by Chuck Battikha.

March

 Steve Coffey resigns as league Secretary to become ex-Secretary-for-Life.  Paul Heising takes over as league secretary and Steve Coffey replaces Mark  Armour as league treasurer.

April

 The eighth PRLB season begins with the annual auction at the Larry 

 Oelerich household near Route 9 (Ted Williams Highway) in Framingham.

 Matt Brennan blows off the auction due to his being up all night with 

 his newborn daughter, resulting in the league's first application of 

 the enhanced Arruda rule.  The league plays out the year with 11 teams.

June

 The "What to do about the 1000 inning rule if there's a strike" debate

 starts in late June, but doesn't take on any urgency until a few weeks

 before the strike date was to be reached.  Conflict rages between the

 'waive' and 'prorate' camps. The rule requiring a unanimous vote to change  a rule during the current year is sidestepped by the unanimous passage of  a rule authorizing the league to change the 1000-inning rule by majority  vote.  After a 5-5 deadlock (with 1 abstention), Commissioner Small breaks  the tie in favor of 'waive'.

August

 The major league players go on strike on August 11, thereby ending the

 Mutations.  Steve K's expansion team is called the Doors.

 The ninth PRLB season begins with a draft at Jeanne Hummel's house in

 Franklin on Sunday, April 30.  The start of the season was delayed until 

 late April because of a player strike.  The season was also reduced from

 162 to 144 games.

 Original owner Mark Lyons leaves the league after a distinguished run 

 including one league championship as Budweisier, Cheap Suit and Union Man.

 Jerry Kazin and the Blazers leave for one year after a less distinguished 

 7 year run (never finishing in the first division).  The reason for the 

 Blazers leaving is that Jerry's son Isaac is born on draft day.

 Larry and Pete Oelerich leave after a 4 year run (also one championship) as

 Who's On First and Ray Salemi and the Cougars ends his second stint in the 

 league after 1 year.  

 Steve Coffey resigns as Treasurer to become ex-Treasurer-for-Life.

 Steve Small then resigns as Commissioner to become Treasurer.  Steve

 Coffey, the ex-Commissioner-for-Life, becomes Commissioner again.

May

 After 2 weeks, the Small Pox are last in the league in saves.  They

 propose trading Albert Belle who has 2 HRs to the Morris Coders for Ken 

 Ryan who has 2 saves.  The Coders agree and a league champion is created. 

 Belle becomes the first major league player to hit 50 HRs and 50 doubles 

 in a season.  Ryan is soon sent to the minors and finishes the year with 

 only 7 saves.

July

This produces a lively debate with half of the owners voting 

 to follow the rule "as written" and the other half voting for "as

intended".

 The once and future ex-Commissioner-for-life, Steve Coffey, rules in favor

 of "as written" for this year but "as intended" in the future.  This ruling

 follows the PRLB tradition of resolving a dispute one way, and then having

 a different solution for future occurrences.

October

 The Morris Coders finish strongly to hold off a late charge by the Nine

 Fermentors and capture their second PRLB championship.  The Coders finish

 with over 909 innings pitched making the InningsGate dispute irrelevant.

 World Series party hosted by Lew Cohen.

July

 Coffey almost trades budding superstar Alex Rodriguez to Elliot. 

 Strawberry-gate.  The Coders trade Darrrryyylll Strawberry to the

 Wakenings right before the trading deadline.  It is then discovered

 that the trade is illegal since Strawberry only qualifies at DH.

 There is a debate about whether the trade can be adjusted (after the

 deadline) but there is no general agreement and the trade is revoked.

August

June

 The Doors open up a 23 point lead after 10 weeks.  To close the gap, the  2nd place River Rats trade Magglio Ordonez and prospects for Paul O'Neill,  Tino Martinez and Jeff Montgomery who have a combined salary of 79 points. The Morris Coders are 48.5 back and are considering holding a fire sale. 

September 

 With 2 weeks to go the Doors lead is down to 2.5 points over the River

 Rats and 5.5 over the Coders.  With one week to go the charging Coders

 move within 3.5 points with the Rats another point back.

October

 The Doors hold on to win their 2nd PRLB pennant joining the Black Sox

 and the Coders as the only team to win more than once.  In their 5 year history, the Doors have never finished out of the money.  They were 4th  in 1995 then 1st, 3rd, and 2nd the last 3 years.

 The River Rats finish 2nd, the Coders are 3rd, and the Small Pox are 4th. The Youngblood finish 5th but smack 281 HRs breaking their own all-time PRLB record of 273 set last year.

Any one with an email address like that is too into baseball and sure to be extremely competitive and Todd was in his first year. Todd also had attended the 2001 draft as an observer and ending up finishing the draft for the Lowell River Rats who had a better year in 2002 by staying through the end of the draft.

The Rats lead the league in 5 categories which ties an all-time league record set by the Morris Coders in 1991. There is an asterisk beside this as the Coders did it out of 8 categories, The Rats out of 10.

Rule Changes:

The unanimous decision was to allow activation of players from the DL even if they weren't activated in real life yet. This frees the Secretary from having to chase those owners for rules infractions.

I am writing to followup the conversation we had on draft day

concerning change the topper rights availability for each team.


The current problem trying to be addressed is that their are few

players

who are totally "up for grabs" in the draft. This takes something away

from

the bidding process since a winning bid may not be enough for a team to

get

the player. Another problem is that it is more difficult to get players

who

other teams have topper rights. The domino effect is that each team

feels

compelled to keep their own players given the lack of "totally

available"

players. In a strawman vote, the majority of teams agree that this is a

problem.


There seems to be a clear majority that limiting topper rights

players

would address the problem and would be a "good thing". The two issues

that

were not agreed upon are as follows.

1. Should we submit a list of topper rights players along with our +5

list a

week prior to the draft or should we give each team a fixed number of

toppers and allow the teams to use them during the draft?


The main issue for people in allowing a submission prior to the

draft is

that this would allow other teams to know which players were the prime

candidates for a team to top (i.e. tip the team's hand) and therefore

other

teams could take advantage of this piece of information.


In my opinion, allowing other teams to know which players I am

keeping

topper rights is not much of a problem, since I usually only top when

the

price is good and therefore I am not tipping a hand I don't have. I 

also

would not drive up the price of a topper more than I would be willing 

to

pay, since I might be stuck with the player. Maybe some teams do try to

drive the price up for players they are not willing to get, but this is

not

a factor for myself.


The other side of the argument is that if the topper rights were

not

pre-submitted, we would still have the problem of bidding for players

that

will probably would be topped. I would like to take the "threat of 

being

topped" off of more players.

2. What should be the limiting number of topper? There seems to be a

consensus that the number of +5 players and topper rights players 

should

be

fixed.


I maintain that the number (+5 + topper) should be greater if we

have a

presubmitted list of topper players as opposed to the "topper chits" on

game

day. The predominant 2 numbers I heard for a predefined list is either

10 or

12 players. Since there seems to be some hesitation of enacting this

rule my

feeling is to use 12 players and see how it effects the draft. We can

always

lower the number next year if it doesn't seem to have enough of a

change.

Since no one believed that either issue was a "deal breaker" I will 

make

a

proposal and could be persuaded on either of the issues by the will of

the

other teams.

Proposal:


On the same day as we now provide a +5 list to the league prior

to the

draft, everyone would provide a list of 12 players and indicate if 

teams

would like topper rights or +5 each of the players. On draft day each

team

has the option to +5 any of their reserve list players (as the rule

currently states). However, they would then need to eliminate one of

their

topper right players. Likewise, they could take a reserve list player

made

available to the draft and add them to their list of topper players, 

but

need to eliminate one of their current topper right players. This rule

would

therefore allow only a total of 12 players with +5/topper rights on

draft

day. Note that the reserve list players still on the reserve list will

not

be affected.

To summarize:

 

Current rules allow an unlimited number of +5s and toppers. Lew has submitted a proposal reducing the number to 12 for +5's and toppers combined. Paul amended the proposal to cover the case of a teram that does not submit a list on time. The amended proposal has received 7 votes in favor, from 9 Fermentors, Black Sox, Doors, Lowell River Rats, Nonchalant Flounders, Morris Coders, and Smoke 'n Mirrors. Those votes, taken together with the unanimous vote at the auction to allow a change next year if an agreement was reached, means the amended proposal is passed and will be in effect at next spring's auction.

This years controversies centered over two catchers with little if any experience and little if any value:

The trade deadline has now passed. From now until September 1st you may only make trades with the team above you or below you in the standings (as of each Monday morning).

 

Rumors of a player's strike on August 15 are becoming increasingly loud (and annoying). I'm just reminding everyone of the rules we have regarding labor situation in MLB:

 

If there is a strike that cancels a significant number of games, we have a rule that prorates the 1,000 IP requirement. By my estimation, if a strike starts on 8/15, each AL team will have played approximately 120 games (exact number subject to weather conditions between now and then). 120/162 * 1000 = 740, so our IP requirement would be reduced to 740 IP.

 

As always, teams that don't reach the minimum IP requirement are dropped to last place in both ERA and WHIP.

Lowell River Rats Celebrate Championship 

GM claims Youngblood taunts inspired team
 
LOWELL (AP) - The sparkling cider was flowing in Lowell Monday as the town celebrated its first-ever PRLB championship.  With the sounds of the Standels "Dirty Water" blaring from the kitchen CD player, Lowell River Rats owner Steve Gendron took a victory lap around the house with team GM, young Steve Gendron, mounted on his shoulder after the final results were posted Monday.  "We've been a bridesmaid on a couple of occasions over the past seven years," said the elder Steve. "It feels good to finally bring the championship home ... but it hurts my back to carry that kid around."  
  

The Rats finished the season with 102 out of a possible 120 points, the largest unadjusted point total ever amassed by a PRLB team.  They captured 5 of 10 individual category titles in the process, including the most ever strikeouts recorded by a PRLB team since the category was included in 1998.  

 
Taking over first place after the week of May 19, the Rats never relinquished their lead, although the arch rival Youngblood closed within a single point on two occaisons in the final month.  "This championship is all the sweeter because we slammed the 'Blood by 12.5 points in the final week of the season," said young Steve.  The Rats GM went on to claim that his team was inspired by controversial statements allegedly made by Youngblood co-owner Ron Cochrane during the final weeks of play.  According to young Gendron, Cochrane claimed that "a Rat lead over the Youngblood in September is about as safe as a Yankee lead over the Red Sox" in that month.  Young Steve also claimed that Cochrane taunted him, suggesting he pray for a strike in late August because it was "the only chance the Rats had to win this thing."  "Those guys were good at talking trash down the stretch," said young Steve, with a look of vindication on his face, "and now they have to eat those words.  I bet that trash doesn't taste too good right now!"  

 
The Rats organization delivered the team MVP trophy to second baseman Alfonso Soriano.  Soriano's stats accounted for 21 of the Rats 102 fantasy points, more than 20% of the team's total score.  "This was an all around team effort", said the elder Gendron, "but without Soriano's incredible season, we lose, plain and simple."

Year XVI: 2003

April – draft held at defending champion Steve Gendron’s house in Lowell with Paul Heising dialing in from a wedding he forgot about when he agreed to draft date – this strategy proved to be unsuccessful. The Black Sox did end up with David Ortiz for 1 point as he went undrafted and ending up 5th in the MVP voting. ARod went for 50 points, followed by Manny at 45, Pedro, Mussina and Mulder at 38, Bartolo Colon and Tim Hudson at 37, Ichiro at 36, and Magglio Ordonex at 35.

Besides Ortiz, bargains were Esteban Loaiza Cy Young runner up for 1, Francisco Cordero and Shigetoshi Hasegawa for 1,Casey Blake for 2, and Ramon Hernandez, Dmitri Young and Bill Mueller for 4. 

Busts included Billy Koch at 25, Juan Gonzalez at 26, Darin Erstad at 22, and Paul Konerko at 26. 

Reserve list find of the year was Jody Gerut by the Rats later traded to the Slayers. Rich Harden was added to the reserve list by the Doors at the draft. Rocco Baldelli and Mark Texeira were plus 5’d from the reserve list by the Doors. Curt Schilling and Roberto Alomar were selected by the Brew Sox at the draft. Rafeal Soriano was selected by Smoke and posted a 0.792 WHIP, 1.528 ERA, and 68 K’s in 53 innings.

Season

Smoke’n Mirrors were hot out of the gate and lead the Hellmouth Slayers by 20 points after 4 weeks. Strong early season pitching of Mike Mussina and bargain pickups Mike MacDougal and Esteban Loiaza fueled this surge.

After 8 weeks Smoke was still on top with the Flounders in second 9.5 points behind. The Morris Coders were leading in 4 pitching categories at this point but were only in 4th overall, 30 points behind, as they were last in hitting with only 10 hitting points. Coder pitchers included Roy Halladay, Gil Meche, Uggie Urbina, and Lance Carter. In a search for hitting the Coders traded Casey Fossum, a permanent member of the DL David Segui, and White Sox prospect/bust Joe Borchard (who was the key to the deal) to the Doors for Shawn Wooten and Frank Catalanotto. The deal helped neither team in the end.

After 12 weeks Smoke still lead, the Flounders closed to within 7 points. Smoke traded Loiaza and Kevin Witt to the Youngblood, thinking Loiaza’s fast start was a fluke for Josh Phelps and Ricardo Rodriguez. The Flounders traded Aubry Huff, BK Kim, Omar Vizquel, Randy Winn and some flotsam and jetsam to the Black Sox for Roger Clemens, Jamie Moyer, Alex Rodriguez, Shannon Stewart, Desi Relaford, and Bobby Higginson and the rest is history. The MVP and a top MVP finisher and two CY Young vote getters put the Fish on their way to the title.

After week 16 the Flounders lead the Youngblood and the River Rats by 6 points with the Black Sox in last 57 points back. The Rats were active traders in tryin g to repeat as champions. Mike Cameron to the Slayers for CC Sabathia started this in June, followed by the much traded in reality Brandon Lyon, Mike Maroth, and Todd Sears to the Talkers for Kaz Sasaski and Ben Kozlowski and later the blockbuster with the Slayers acquiring Godzilla Matsui, Mark Mulder, Trot Nixon, and Scott Spiezio for soon to be sent the Marlins Jeff Conine, the slumping Carl Everett, Ryan Franklin, Joey Gerut, and Chris Gomez.

Smoke mounts a comeback and after 20 weeks the Flounders lead them by 6 points with the Rats 16 back and the Blood 18 back. The Black Sox and Talkers are in last 69 back.

In September the Flounders pull away and after 24 weeks lead Smoke by 15.5. The Fermenters have charged to 3rd 21.5 back with the Blood and Rats 22.0 back. The Coders are within shouting distance 24.5 back after trading pitching (well if Cory Lidle is still considered pitching), Lidle and Chris Snelling to the Talkers for Carlos Beltran who was supposed to be traded maybe to the NL with the Royals collapsed and Paul Konerko who was awful in the first half and then trading Johan Santana subject to a spirited run up in the auction between the Doors and the Coders and Gabe (a superstar for 3 games) Kapler to the Small Pox for Frank Thomas who seemed to finally emerge from his midlife crisis and Ismael Valdes.

Nonchalant Flounders win their first championship in a runaway with 99 points, lead by Nomar Garciapara, Tim Hudson, Keith Foulke and mid-season acquisitions Alex Rodriguez, Shannon Stewart, Roger Clemens and Jamie Moyer. The second year Smoke’n Mirrors finish second 15 points behind, with the defending champion Lowell River Rats one point back in third and the Youngbloods making their streak 4 years in the money edging out the Nine Fermentors by one point for fourth place. In week 26 the Youngbloods went up 1.5 points and the Fermentors lost one point. Both lost one point in homeruns,the Fermentors gained 2 in ERA lost 2 in K’s, the Bloods picked 0.5 in saves, and 2 in wins. The Bloods pitchers had 6 wins (Loiaza 2, Escobar, Lackey, Rodriguez, and Towers 1 each) and 2 saves (Julio and Rodriguez) in week 26. They passed the Coders and Smoke who each had 2 wins. They broke a tie in saves with the Brew Sox who got 1 save from Mariano Rivera in the final week. The Fermentors were passed by the Pox and Slayers in K’s. Final Statistical Milestones

Small Talkers break the record for all-time worst ERA of 5.613 set by CC & Company in 1993 with an ERA of 5.716. Thanks to Colby Lewis, Corey Lidle and the Detroit Tigers.

The Hellmouth Slayers break the record for fewest saves with 1 save breaking their own record of 4 set in 2000 and shared with the 1994 Blazers in a lock out shortened season. Only a Scott Shields save stood in the way of establishing an unbreakable record.

Aftermath

There was no World Series party as no one in the area watched the World Series after certain events involving Pedro Martinez and Grady Little. Rumor has it that Ugueth Urbina, Chad Fox and Carl Pavano are now sporting World Series rings.

David Ortiz being overlooked in the 2003 draft and being taken when Paul Heising filled out his roster after getting off the speaker phone to attend a wedding paid off in helping the Black Sox finish in the money (4th place) as a plus 5 to 6. The Youngblood drafted Jason Giambi for 30 and Magglio Ordonez for 33 which in retrospect would seem to be a large albatross to overcome. Giambi batted .208 with 12 HR and 40 RBI. Ordonez had 9 HR and 37 RBI. In spite of this Youngblood wins going away and leads the league in OBP, K’s , Wins. And Saves. Saves lead was in part because of being able to draft Ugueth Urbina who if the draft had been help after opening day as usual would not have been draft eligible since he turned out not to be on the opening day roster. Urbina went for 16 and the selection of Joe Nathan for 21 who had never been a closer before worked out. Other productive selections were Ben Broussard 7, Brian Roberts 7, Carlos Guillen 3, David DeJesus 1, Willie Harris 6, Melvin Mora 11, to make up for the steroids and injuries as well as productive trades at dumping time. Wins and K’s came from Mark Buerhle 18, Mark Mulder 26, Cliff Lee 7 as well as later trades.
The Cioffi Breaks handicapped their first and only season by spending 47 for ARod after announcing they were not allowed to bid on Yankees. Typical expansion team mistake of having a lot of  money at the beginning of the draft and overpaying for a big name. Cioffi laso paid 34 for Ichiro who was dumped to the Youngblood and contributed to their first place finish with his run to the single season hit record.

Draft under achievers included Mike Mussina 33, Pedro Martinez 43, Carlos Beltran 30 (because he did most of his work as an Astro), Roy Halladay 29, Carlos Delgado 38, Tim Hudson 35, Nomar 31 hurting their teams chances.
Manny Ramirez went for 41, Mariano Rivera 35, Keith Foulke 36, Vladimar Guerrero 45 among high priced players who earned their keep. However for the Small Talkers it was difficult to fill out a roster after spending 81 for two players.

Over achievers included Aubrey Huff 12, Jon Lieber 8, Victor Zambrano 5, Craig Monroe 4, Kenny Rogers 4, Rodrigo Lopez 2, Coco Crisp 6, Travis Hafner 12, Mark Bellhorn 4, Lew Ford 1, Michael Young 10, Ken Harvey 3, Juan Uribe 4, Eric Byrnes 1, Aaron Rowand 6 and Chone Figgins 1.
Reserve list picks included Jason Kendall, Orlando Cabrera and Edgar Rentaria by the Coders who must have been getting advice from Billy Beane and Theo Epstein and took advantage of the final season of being able to reserve NL players. The Flounders have Randy Johnson. Nine Fermentors took Dallas McPherson and BJ Upton. The Small Talkers took Justin Morneau. Youngblood took Kevin Youkilis.
Season
Smoke ‘n Mirrors broke out with the week 1 lead 12.5 points ahead of Youngblood. After 4 weeks the the Blood lead Smoke by 1.5 points. The lead expanded to 23 by week 8 with Lowell Rats in 3rd, Black Sox 4th  and the Talkers in last.

After week 12 the Rats were in 2nd 5.5 behind with Smoke I 3rd, Black Sox and Fermenters tied for 4th. 

After 16 weeks the Black Sox now were in 2nd 5back with the Fermentors in 3rd, Rats 4th, Smoke 5th.
In week 20 the Black Sox took 1st by 1.5 over the Blood, Rats 3rd, Fermenters 4th, and Smoke 5th. Cioffi Breaks were in last on the way to one of the worst seasons ever by a team that was actively managed.

The Sox and Blood were tied after week 21. The Blood lead by 0.5 after week 22. The Sox lead by 0.5 after week 23. The Blood regained the lead in week 24 as the Sox faded to a 3rd place tie with the Rats 10 back, with Smoke 9 back in 2nd. 
After week 25 the Sox were 8 back, Rats 8.5 and Smoke 9. Cioffi was 65 back in last. The Sox fell back to 4th in the final week. Cioffi finished 70 back. Cioffi has the lowest point total in league history passing the Bronx Bombers which never made a transaction after the delaying the draft while looking for McDonald’s in Medfield.

Key transactions
Black Sox claimed Juan Rincon from the FAP in week 1, he went to win 11, with 106 K’s in 82 innings and a 2.63 ERA.

Coders picked up Orlando Hernandez in week 1, he won 8 with 82 K’s in 82 innnings and a 3.30 ERA.

Smoke picked up Jake Westbrook to replace Curtis Leskanic late in April. Westbrook won 14 games with a 3.38 ERA. Talkers picked up Omar Infante and dropped Enrique Wilson, Infante hit 16 HRs and stole 13 bases.
The first trade at the end of April was Mike Sweeney from the Pox to the Sox for Kevin Brown. Injuried to Sweeney lead to a subpar season for 22 HR’s 79 RBI’s which hurt the Sox at the finish.

On May 1, the Rats picked up Ryan Drese who wound up with 14 wins and a 4.20 ERA. The Doors picked up Jason Frasor who saved 17 games. The Doors also picked Rod Barajas who had a career year and Nate Robertson who had been dropped by the Flounders who won 12 with 155 K’s. In Mid may the Flounders began rebuilding by trading Troy Percival to the Rats for CC Sabathia in one of the earliest concessions on record. Ironically the Flounders actually get back into the race later and end up 5th.

The Flounders continued to dump in early June trading Mark Bellhorn, Javy Lopez, Rafael Palmiero, Kelvim Escobar,and Jamie Moyer to Smoke for Eric Byrnes, Bart Colon, Chone Figgins, Juan Uribe, and Clint Nageotte. Note the list of over achivers above. The Flounders then made a trade with the Sox that sent Byrnes, Eric Chavez, and Nomar for Aubrey Huff, Aaron Rowand, and Luis Rivas. Again the over achivers (Rowand finished .310 24 HR’s and 17 steals).
At the end of June the Talkers used their waiver position to get Octavio Dotel who became the A’s closer ending with 36 saves and 122 K’s in 85 innings helping propel the Talkers out of last.

On July 4 the Blood made their move in a trade with Cioffi which helped cement their book end finish. The Bloods obtain Johnny Damon, Trot Noxon, Derek Lowe, Brad Radke, ARod, Ichrio, and Barry Zito for Aaron Boone, Carloe Guillen, Bobby Jenks, Esteban Loizia, Raul Modesi, and Melvin Mora.
The Rats try to counter by obtaining Keith Foulke and Jason Vartitek from the Talkers for Ryan Drese, Alex Escobar, and Alfonso Soriano. And then the Rats acquired Mark Kotsay, Luis Matos, and Dustin McGowan from the Flounders for John Buck, the much maligned Brandon Inge who had a break out year, and Mark Teahen. The Pox tried to stay in contention by making a Small brothers trade of Ken Harvey for Shannon Stewart and the Sox tried to shore up their bullpen by trading Victor Martinez to the Talkers for Jorge Julio.
The Black Sox followed this up with their blockbuster trade with the Brew Sox of acquiring Jacque Jones, Eric Hinske, and Jerry Hairston for Raul Ibanez, Pokey Reese, and Kevin Millar. About half of the Red Sox were traded in our league at the deadline.

The Rats and Brew Sox added to the Red Sox tally when the Rats acquired Brett Boone, Mike Mussina, and Kenny Rogers for Bronson Arroyo, Dave Berg, Brad Halsey, and Rodrigo Lopez.

The major league trade line caused the Black Sox to lose Victor Zambrano and Nomar. In early August the Pox acquired Jose Valentin from the Coders for Kevin Brown. In late August Smoke tried a last ditch effort to catch the leaders trading Carl Crawford and Carlos Silva to the Flounders for Kenny Lofton and Shingo Takatsu.

Contoversy

Aaron Boone – there was a controversy over the waiver period when he was signed by the Cleveland Indians. Even though it was clear he would not play in 2004 and he was never that good to begin with aside from one HR off Tim Wakefield the following message was generated by the eventual champions:

Hi guys,

 

The whole process needs to be reviewed for next year.  It probably should be a week waiting period, but as our rules stand this year my pickup should stand.  Speculation does not mean a signing as mentioned earlier, and Boone was not added to the 40 man roster until Saturday afternoon (Pitcher Jeff D'Amico was taken off the 40 man roster for that to happen).

 

The other part of this argument about Boone going through waivers is incorrect anyway.  When Boone was added to the 40 man roster on Saturday afternoon, he was immediately placed on the 15 day Disabled List, thus making him ineligible to be picked up until after he is off the DL.  

 

I believe I met the 24 hour requirement before Boone was added to the MLB roster, if anyone has time stamped data to the contrary then I would be willing to relinquish my claim.  

 

Just because it was speculated that Russ Ortiz was going to get traded to the White Sox does not mean it is going to happen, in fact as of late Friday the Yankees had suddenly entered the sweepstakes for him.

 

Can we get some official word on this, but in my eyes it seems I followed the rules, made a good pickup, and it should stand.

And then the draft which was held in Lowell at the Gendron Rat Cave on April 3 promptly at 10:30 AM with the following new rules in honor of Joe Mauer as stated by the new commish Lew Cohen. Last year we added two rules for holding drafts prior to opening day. They are: 
1.       Minor league players, who are on a reserve list, are not eligible for the draft. If the player makes the opening day roster, then the owner must place them on their roster the first week, or the player will be waived. The player’s price is +5 and the owner does not get the benefit of the first week statistics.
2. Major league players who are not on a 40 man roster at the time of the draft, but appear that they will be on the opening day roster will be available for the draft only if 75% of the teams agree that they should be in the draft.  For those non-roster spring training invitees who make the opening day roster, they are generally placed on the 40 man roster on opening day. This rule allows the league to determine which of these players should be available for the draft.
There was one expansion team Ron’s Team with the division of the Youngblood whose roster carried over as the Dumpster Divers who went on to make league history as the first team to repeat as champions and scoring the highest point total in league history breaking a tie between the 1991 Coders and 1998 Youngblood. The season turned into a two way race for this record between the Divers nee Blood and the Doors who ended up with the 4th highest points in league history in finishing second. But we are getting ahead of ourselves. On with the story.
There were two proposals for rule changes:

We have 2 rule proposals:
 
1.       Anti player dumping rule (Todd’s proposal)
“During the course of the year, teams will be allowed to trade the following:
1)       A maximum of 100 points of an individual team's drafted players, including +5's (the original 260 points)  (ex:  team A drafts Arod, Ichiro, and Damon each for 40 points....any two of the three could be dealt, but not all three).
                2)  Free agent pick ups, minor leaguers, and players acquired in trade can be dealt anytime. 
Comment: It is limiting, but it is frustrating to watch whole teams being given away at the All-Star break knowing you can do nothing to compete with that.” 
2.       Change in dealing with Owner Shortfalls (Lew’s proposal with Heising amendment)
For every owner we are short of our full compliment of 12, we will add 20 dollars to the auction.
Comment: This replaces the current rule of eliminating AL teams along with the Red Sox non elimination clause. The 20 dollars is roughly 1/12 of the $260 team budget (21.75 would be the exact amount). Adding the money makes an attempt to normalize player’s salaries through the seasons
The first rule proposal engendered a great deal of email discussion about how it is impossible to regulate trades and how unfair it is that someone wins because of some one-sided trade and then does not return to the league the next year with all their great prospects or toppers or something to that effect. This year’s outcome turns out not to be caused by some dumping and everyone returns for 2006. The Dumpster Divers only trade was: Dumpster Divers trade Jason Bartlett and B.J. Surhoff to Smoke 'n Mirrors for Dave Bush and Orlando Hudson. The Doors made no trades.
The first rule failed and I think the second one passed but I wasn’t paying that much attention at the time.The draft is completed without major incident. It is determined that the Fish spent 261 points and thus loose the rights to Grant Balfour which has no effect on the final standings.  There are some issues about waivers as there are early every season with the website. There was also some concern about the Yankees putting Kevin Brown on the DL )what a surprise) on opening day and calling up Andy Phillips. It’s amazing in retrospect to look at some of the players over whom there is controversy. Like Any Phillips could be a major reserve list acquisition.
Paul Heising provided us with the following to get through the waiver crisis and Phillipsgate.

The first fire sale comment came on May 23 from the Small Talkers (is it just me or does my font keep changing) when in trying the replace Ken Harvey who went on the DL found that the FAP was full of players like Ken Harvey or in other words not going to improve the team. This proposal included expanding to include NL teams or shrinking roster sizes. The Small Talkers picked up Willie Bloomquist.

The Divers broke fast and led after week 1 by 10.5 points over the Black Sox. By week 5 they still led this time the Coders by 9.5. By weak 7 it looked like the Youngblood’s were dominating as the Divers led Ron’s Team by 19. By weak 10 the pack that was to lead throughount emerged with the Divers on top of the Doors by 7 with the Pox 13.5 back and the Coders 21 back.
By week 12 the Doors took the lead over the Divers by 9.5 and the half way point week 13, the Doors lead stood at 4.5. By week 18 the Doors had 105.5 points, a record pace and led the Divers by 11.5 with the Pox 21 behind. The Doors unorthodox and somewhat unplanned strategy of 7 starting pitchers and 2 closers seemed to be paying off in the pitching category. Unplanned because who knew Huston Street would be a closer and that free agent pickups like Casey Fossum, Josh Towers, and Seth McClung and a waiver claim of Ted Lilly would supplement Rich Harden, Matt Clement, Mariano Rivera, and Chan Ho Park. The Divers reacted with an 8 man rotation with 1 closer adding Joe Mays, Scott Elarton, Chien-Ming Wang, from the FAP and Joe Blanton from waivers. The addition of starters from good teams turned out to better than cornering the market on Blue Jays and Devil Rays starters. The Doors hanging on to Seth McClung while he imploded starting against the Red Sox and Yankees in September proved to be a major error. 
By week 20 the Doors had 106 points a record pace 9.5 ahead of the Divers and 27 ahead of the Pox. By week 22 the Divers were within 6 of the Doors with the Pox and Coders fading more than 30 behind. The Doors were at 106 the Divers 100.

With two weeks to go (week 24) the Doors still led with 105.5 to the Divers 101. The Divers 8 man rotation was paying dividends. With one week to go the Divers took the lead by 0.5 points and pull away in the final week to win 106 to 103. The first four finishers (Divers, Doors, Pox, and Coders) finish first in all 10 categories. The Divers are first or second in 8 categories. The Doors are first or second in 7 categories. 

Without trades the Doors were reinforced by reserve list promotions to Dan Johnson and Casey Kotchman and FAP acquisitions of Eduardo Perez and a waiver claim of Frank Catalanatto along with the pitchers mentioned before. Eric Chavez and Miguel Tejada were worth their draft day prices and the plus 5’s of players like Jorge Cantu, Mark Teixeira, and Grady Sizemore carried the Doors.
The Divers were carried by Jason Giambi, Jonny (I am missing an H, must have lent it to Peralta)Gomes, Benji Molina, Juan (who the Doors released) Rivera, Brian Roberts, ARod, and Ichiro along with the pitchers above who supplemented Jose Contreras, Freddie Garcia, Joe Nathan, Brad Radke, Nate Robertson, and Chris Young. The Divers even had Bobby Jenks but let him go before he became the White Sox world champion closer and eater.
